Calcium citrate is the preferred form of calcium 
supplementation for several reasons. It has an increased 
bioavailability for weight loss surgery patients or those 
taking acid reflux medications (e.g., proton pump 
inhibitors and H2 blockers).  Calcium citrate doesn’t 
have to be taken with food to be absorbed, unlike 
calcium carbonate.  There is less risk of gastrointestinal 
complaints (e.g., constipation, gas, and bloating) with 
calcium citrate versus calcium carbonate.

Vitamin D3 is an essential nutrient that increases 
calcium absorption.  Adequate vitamin D levels are 
necessary to maximize the body’s ability to use 
calcium more effectively.
